As we think about Emmanuelle, òGod with us,ó Iõd also like to remind you 
that all of you together are the temple of God and that the Spirit of God lives 
in you? (1 Corinthians 3:16).  
To illustrate the point Iõd like to share a favorite story I heard first from Bill 
Bright. 
A little girl who while on the way home from church, turned to her mother 
and said, "Mommy, the preacher's sermon this morning confused me."  
The mother said, "Oh! Why is that?  
The girl replied, "Well, he said that God is bigger than we are. Is that true?"  
"Yes, that's true," the mother replied.  
"He also said that God lives inside of us. Is that true too?"  
Again the mother replied, "Yes."  
"Well," said the girl, "if God is bigger than us and He lives inside of us, 
wouldn't He show through?"  
Kids have a way of cutting to the chase, sometimes without even realizing it.  
That little girl said in simple innocence what was, indeed, the central great 
theological truth.  
When we open our hearts to Christ, God does begin to live inside of us. In 
that moment our founder John Wesley said we are òjustified by grace.ó  But 
after we are òjustifiedó we begin to walk in faith and obedience in òsanctifying 
grace.ó   
As this takes place Christõs life should be seen in us. In fact, we should be-
come more invisible and Christ more visible; John the Baptist exclaimed, "He 
must increase, but I must decrease" (John 3:30).  

How do we decrease and how can He increase in our lives? It is by putting 
aside our wants and letting Jesus really be Lord of our lives, replacing our self
-focus with His Kingdom of God focus.  Our singular focus, to His love for 
others; our impatience with His peace.  
By our moment-by-moment choices throughout the day, we choose to say 
"no" to our flesh, and invite Jesus to live in our hearts to be in control of our 
lives in little things as well as in big things.  

Merry Christmas! God is a big God! May others see Him in us.
